Kay was homecoming queen, a cheerleader, and had a gift for music. During
her years at Medina High School just north of Jackson, Tennessee, she and
three other classmates formed a quartet called The Velvetones. In 1956, they
won first prize at the Gibson County Talent Show in Trenton, Tennessee. From
there, they won the Mid-South Fair in Memphis, and that led them to a
recording contract, a radio spot, and a TV show on WDXI in Jackson. 

 

Kay had a gift for poetry. She kept a pencil and pad next to her bed, often
having musings in the wee hours of the morning. She published a collection of
her poems in a book called “Musings of the Farmers’ Daughter.” She was a
radiant beam of light, always bringing joy and comfort to everyone around her,
including church families, her own family, as well as strangers. She used her
beautiful soprano singing voice to bless her church congregation with her
passion of music. She was able to touch many people with her many gifts. 

 

Kay married her loving husband, Amon Bronson on March 27, 2004. Both
widows, they embraced their love for each other and spent many wonderful
years travelling and growing in their newest church family together.
