They shared an incredible 61 years of marriage before she passed away in
2012.

Mr. Archer attended Davidson High School.

Clifford was born into a farm family in southern Iredell County near Davidson.
Plowing with his mule, Kate, he and his brother cultivated fields of cotton. Late
summer and throughout Autumn and Winter were seasons for picking cotton,
hand-sawing and splitting firewood to sell to Davidson residents and Davidson
College. Maintaining the farm has been manifested by his enduring love
throughout the years.

During World War Il Clifford graciously performed extra hours without
complaint to the Bethlehem Shipyard in Baltimore, Maryland. He proudly
performed his Class "A" welding skills to rapidly construct ships built to
transport weaponry to the American Allies in Europe. He received praise and
accolades for his tireless dedication.



Throughout the Mooresville and Davidson area, his name came to represent
dedication, integrity, and sincerity. With the encouragement of many he
realized his particular niche-serving others with honesty and helpfulness.

So, in 1949, he bought his first service station on Main Street in Davidson.
Almost overnight local police and Highway Patrol officers befriended him,
visiting him and his employees daily. In July 1955 Clifford purchased his first
wrecker truck, a 1947 Chevrolet equipped with a Holmes wrecker rig.

Without pride and with his farmboy humility, Clifford Archer discovered his
niche, and from that Archer's Wrecker Service has grown and prospered.
Clifford's work ethic grew hand-in-hand with his love for towing and recovery.
He quickly discovered his gratification and pleasure in working with Police
Departments and motorists in need. His humility never permitted him to
overcharge for his towing. When a call came in he was ready to go, often
times taking his wife and children with him!

Most importantly, Clifford Archer, loved his family. He celebrated his wife with
unwavering love. He loved his siblings. He loved his children, daughter-in-law,
son-in-law, grandchildren and great-grandchildren. He was a man to be
admired and remembered.

Mr. Archer is survived by his children, Frankie Archer and wife, Cindy of
Mooresville; daughter, Vicki Archer Childers and husband, Tom of Cornelius;
granddaughter, Erika Archer Hammons and husband, Scott of Statesville;
great-granddaughter, Kaitlyn Hammons and great-grandson, Keithan
Hammons both of Statesville; sisters, Virginia Childress, and Ruth Barnette,
husband S.M; and sister-in-law, Helen Christie; numerous nieces and
nephews; and his loyal K-9 companion, Charlie.
