Joe Richard "Dick" Lyerly, 86, of Mooresville, passed away on Tuesday,
December 1, 2015, at Brian Center in Mooresville. 
Born September 9, 1929, in Rowan County, he was a son of the late Harry
Craig Lyerly and Pearl Winecoff Lyerly of Mt. Ulla and a 1947 graduate of Mt.
Ulla High School. Joe proudly served as a PFC in the United States Army
during the Korean Conflict being stationed in Bad Kreuznach, Germany. Joe
was a brick mason by trade and a carpenter who enjoyed his tools and
woodworking shop making miniature houses, churches, barns, as well as a
replica of the Mabry Mill. He was also a watchmaker and a graduate of
Spencer School of Watchmaking. Joe was known for growing great tomatoes,
baking biscuits and ginger snaps, and making homemade preserves, ice
cream and peanut butter balls, which he shared with family and friends. He
was raised in St. Luke’s Lutheran Church, Bear Poplar and transferred by
certificate to Prospect Presbyterian Church, Mooresville on July 19, 1959,
where he remained an active member.
