As an active contributing member of
Triplett United Methodist Church, he taught Sunday School, served on
committees, and worked with the Methodist Men.

Bill grew up on his family’s farm in Davidson along with his brothers and
sisters who he loved dearly. Outgoing and friendly, he enjoyed people and



made friends easily. He was always happy to help others. His daughters and
grandchildren will remember him as generous, welcoming, dependable,
loving, and someone steady to lean on.

Bill is preceded in death by his parents, Thomas Moore and Mabel Garrison
Griffith; and his wife, Charlotte Upright Griffith.

He is survived by his daughters, Gail Griffith Shoe and husband, Jeff, Mary
